INTRODUCTION

The information in this document has been compiled from a careful review of a number
of different source documents obtained via Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests
from the University of Arkansas as well as from available public media reports and
interviews. The results of the review of these different information sources have been
separated into four primary topics. The summary of the available information on each
topic is provided individually in the document below.

Subsequent to his collection and review of the available information sources, a
concerned supporter of the Razorback athletic program, Thomas McAfee, sent two e-
mails (one on March 15, 2007 and a follow-up e-mail on March 19, 2007) to each
member of the Arkansas Board of Trustees, Chancellor John White, and UA President
Dr. Alan Sugg as well as to a number of media personalities. These e-mails voiced his
personal concerns at what he viewed as “disturbing” inconsistencies between public
statements made by the Arkansas coaching staff and information he gleaned from the
phone records of Houston and Danny Nutt made available to him via FOIA requests.

On March 20, 2007, McAfee received a letter from Byron Freeland of the Law Offices of
Mitchell, Williams, Selig, Gates, and Woodward, LLC. Freeland represents University of
Arkansas head football coach Houston Nutt. The letter requested that McAfee have his
attorney contact Freeland as soon as possible to set up a meeting with McAfee,
McAfee’s attorney, Freeland, and Houston Nutt concerning what Freeland referred to as
the “malicious and defamatory statements” in McAfee’s March 15 e-mail.

A final section of this document is dedicated to McAfee’s e-mails and the subsequent
response from Houston Nutt and his attorney.

Toric 1: COMMUNICATION WITH TERESA PREWETT

Teresa Prewett is a contributor to the Razorbacks Foundation and has been a football
season-ticket holder since 1985. Prewett owns Prewett Physical Therapy in Little Rock
and served as Arkansas Razorbacks running backs coach Danny Nutt's personal
therapist when he was recovering from brain surgery in 1998. Since that time, she has
become a close friend to both Danny Nutt and Houston Nutt, and according to Prewett,
she is “completely loyal to the Nutt family” and “they are my extended family.”

The December 6 E-mail — Background

In December 2006, Prewett sent two separate e-mails regarding members of the
Arkansas Razorbacks football coaching staff and then current players. Prewett sent an
e-mail about several members of the Razorbacks football team and their coaches on
December 6, 2006 first to Arkansas Democrat-Gazette sports editor Wally Hall and then
to an account registered to the family of Houston Nutt that Nutt acknowledged is used
by his wife Diana Nutt. Diana Nutt then forwarded that e-mail to a Springdale business
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with the comment “I thought you might enjoy reading this. A person we know in Little
Rock sent this to Wally Hall, but the Gus and Springdale section are quite funny.” (The
full text of this e-mail can be found in Appendix A of this document.)

In an interview with Arkansas Democrat-Gazette reporter Chris Givens on February 14,
2007, Houston Nutt stated that Diana admitted receiving and forwarding the December
6 e-mail, but that he only learned of its existence “a couple of weeks” before the
interview date (on or about February 1, 2007).

The December 6 E-mail — Detalil

Prewett sent the December 6 e-mail to Arkansas Democrat-Gazette sports editor
Wally Hall at 3:14 pm.

At 3:16 pm, Prewett also sent the e-mail to an e-mail address registered to the
Houston Nutt family that Houston Nutt confirmed to the Arkansas Democrat-
Gazette was used by Diana Nutt.

Beginning at 6:00 pm that same day, there were four text messages exchanged
between Houston Nutt and Teresa Prewett.

Five minutes later, at 6:15 pm, Diana Nutt forwarded the e-mail to a business in
Springdale, remarking that certain passages about the people from Springdale
were funny.

Again, according to his interview with Arkansas Democrat-Gazette reporter Chris
Givens on February 14, 2007, Houston Nutt stated that he learned of the
December 6 e-mail from Prewett for the first time approximately two weeks prior
to the interview (on or about February 1, 2007).
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The December 7 E-mail — Background

Prewett sent a second e-mail on December 7, 2006, first to then freshman quarterback
Mitch Mustain and then forwarded by Prewett to at least 15 other people, including
Arkansas running backs coach Danny Nutt; Lisa Herring, wife of defensive coordinator
Reggie Herring; Cathy Nutt, wife of Arkansas State basketball Coach Dickey Nutt,
Houston Nutt’s brother; and the e-mail address registered to the family of Houston Nutt.

Ubiquitously known as the “Hello Mr. Interception King” e-mail (the full text of which can
be found in Appendix B of this document.), its derogatory language prompted Beck
Campbell (Mitch Mustain’s mother) to send an e-mail to Teresa Prewett on December 8,
2006 asking her to no longer contact Mitch Mustain and to call her (Campbell) if she
needed to speak with her.

Per Beck Campbell in her interview with Arkansas Democrat-Gazette reporter Chris
Givens, the lack of a response to the e-mail from the Arkansas coaching staff
necessitated the involvement of University of Arkansas Chancellor John White on
January 5, 2007. In an e-mail sent from Campbell to Chancellor White that day,
Campbell asked Chancellor White to review the “materials related to the contact,
harassment, slander and defamation” of Mustain and determine what steps should be
taken.

In his response to Mustain’s family, Chancellor White stated he felt like he needed “to
take a shower to ensure that none of the filth touched me.” He went on to say that
Houston Nutt stated that he had no knowledge of the December 7 e-mail until
Chancellor White brought it to his attention on January 5, 2007.

The December 7 E-mail — Detalil

On December 7, 2006, Prewett sent the “Hello Mr. Interception King” e-mail to
Mitch Mustain at 11:09 am.

At 11:28 am that same day, Prewett forwarded the e-mail to 15 other people
including Danny Nutt, Lisa Herring (wife of Reggie Herring), Cathy Nutt (wife of
Dickey Nutt), and the e-mail address registered to the family of Houston Nutt.

The following communications occurred between Houston Nutt, Danny Nutt, and
Teresa Prewett on the day the December 7 e-mail was sent and forwarded:

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On January 5, 2007, Beck Campbell, sent an e-mail to Chancellor John White at
12:12 pm, and included Prewett’'s two December e-mails in the correspondence.

Per Campbell, she went directly to White instead of approaching Houston Nutt or
any other members of the coaching staff because they had taken no action in the

month since the Prewett e-mails had been sent.

On January 12, 2007, Houston Nutt wrote Prewett a letter of reprimand on
Arkansas Razorbacks stationery, opening by saying that he had recently
received a copy of the December 7 e-mail for the first time. (A copy of this letter
is attached as Appendix D of this document.)

In a letter from Chancellor White to Beck Campbell on January 18, 2007, White
said Houston Nutt denied knowledge of Prewett’'s December 7 e-mail until
January 5, when White got involved.

Additional Communication between Houston Nutt and Teresa Prewett

On January 12, 2007, (the same day as his reprimand letter to Prewett), Houston
Nutt phoned Prewett at 9:49 pm and had an eight minute conversation.

Toric 2: THE DAVID LEE HIRING

Former Dallas Cowboys’ offensive assistant and former Razorback assistant coach
David Lee was named offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at the University of
Arkansas on January 17, 2007, replacing Gus Malzahn who resigned on January 16,
2007 to accept the co-offensive coordinator position with the Tulsa Golden Hurricane
football team. Lee has joined the Razorback staff for the third time in his career after
serving under both Ken Hatfield and Nutt previously. Lee worked as the quarterbacks
and fullbacks coach from 1984-88 under Hatfield before moving on to a head coaching
job at the University of Texas at El Paso. Nutt hired Lee as the quarterbacks coach
again in 2001. He spent two seasons with the Hogs in that position before accepting an
offer to join the Cowboys.

David Lee Hiring — Background

On February 9, 2007, Arkansas Democrat-Gazette sports editor Wally Hall published a
column regarding the media not being responsible for a series of events, actions and
circumstances regarding the Arkansas Razorbacks football program. (The complete
text of this article is attached to this document as Appendix E and may be found on the
internet at http://www.wholehogsports.com/adg/181358/.)

That morning, Houston Nutt called in to Little Rock radio station KABZ 103.7 where
Wally Hall serves as its morning show co-host to address the points made by Hall in his
article. Regarding the statement made by Hall that “No one in the media tried to hire
David Lee as co-offensive coordinator behind Malzahn’s back (after a 10-victory
season),” Nutt responded:

"David Lee . . . that, that hiring was done exactly right after the Capitol One . .. Went
to Gus Malzahn's office and said, ‘Gus, ...Alex Wood is interviewing right now in
North Carolina and he's got an interview with the Cincinnati Bengals. If that
happens, | want to get the QBs and Receivers better, and got a chance to get an All
Pro-type teacher in David Lee. | think he will come back. In order to get him, he will
have to be a co-coordinator.” That was a face to face, Wally, face to face. No one
goes behind anybody's back." (Nutt’s full response via telephone may be heard at
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ZNsV-yWJrxu.)

David Lee Hiring — Detalil
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Between November 12, 2006 and December 19, 2006, there were 23 calls
placed between Houston Nutt and David Lee.

Between January 1, 2007 and January 11, 2007, there were an additional 19
calls made between the two.

According to The Morning News reporter Alex Abrams, Houston Nutt told Gus
Malzahn on January 13, 2007 of his plans to add David Lee to the coaching staff
as co-offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach. (See Abrams’s article at
http://www.nwaonline.net/articles/2007/01/17/news/011807wzlee.txt for more
information.)

Malzahn left Arkansas for Tulsa on January 15, 2007.

Houston Nutt stated in his telephone response to Wally Hall's column on
February 9, 2007 that he informed Malzahn right after the January 1, 2007 bowl
game that he wanted to add David Lee to the coaching staff if Alex Wood ended
up leaving the coach staff.

Alex Wood remains an active member of the Razorback coaching staff.
David Lee was hired as offensive coordinator on January 16, 2007.

When asked in his January 16, 2007 press conference if Malzahn had stayed at
Arkansas to work alongside David Lee as co-offensive coordinator as Houston
Nutt claimed was his original intention, who would have called the plays the
following season, Houston Nutt responded that he did not know:

“It could have gone either way. Gus could have called the plays or that new
guy. It just kind of depends on which person you got. You don’t know.
Nothing was in stone. Nothing was set.”

According to Rivals.com’s Trey Biddy:

"In Nutt's end of the season press conference, he said he would like to keep
the staff intact and to improve the contracts for both Malzahn and defensive
coordinator Reggie Herring. Herring's deal was completed soon, but
Malzahn's does not appear to have ever been put on the table."”

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In his article dated January 20, 2007, The Morning News reporter Bob Caudle
writes:

"Razorbackers are asked to believe that Offensive Coordinator Gus Malzahn
had a contract extension waiting for him one week and the next week he's
being demoted . . . To borrow from Mark Twain, there are three kinds of lies:
lies, damned lies, and the UA Athletic Department.”

Toric 3: HOUSTON NUTT'S CONNECTION TO OTHER HEAD COACHING VACANCIES

Houston Nutt has twice been connected to other head coaching vacancies during his
tenure as Arkansas head coach - Nebraska in 2003 and LSU in 2004. Nutt rejected
Nebraska'’s offer to be its head coach, stating, “I could not take my family, myself, and
get on that plane. My heart was here." While never formally offered the LSU head
coaching position, Nutt said this about LSU'’s interest in him: “I'm very flattered that LSU
contacted Coach Broyles to initiate a conversation with me about their coaching
position. | spoke briefly with LSU officials about their situation. At this time I'm very
happy at the University of Arkansas. | plan on being the coach here for a very long
time."

Connection to the Head Coaching Position with the Miami Hurricanes — Background

On November 24, 2006, Larry Coker was fired as head coach by the University of
Miami. As it had during the Nebraska and LSU search for a new head coach, Nutt's
name surfaced as a candidate for the Miami position in a Miami Herald article.
According to Arkansas Democrat-Gazette reporter Bob Holt's November 26, 2006
article, Nutt was never interested in the position:

“I'm not thinking about anything but Florida,” Houston Nutt said on Saturday. “If
anyone mentions my name [in connection with the] Miami job, that’s just a rumor.
I've got no interest in Miami.”

Nutt went on to add:

“I wish people wouldn’t throw my name in like that,” Nutt said. “It's just a rumor.”

Connection to the Head Coaching Position with the Miami Hurricanes — Detalil
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On December 7, 2006, Houston Nutt called Nevin Shapiro at 10:17 am. This call
lasted 30 minutes.

According to the Miami Hurricane’s official athletic department website, Nevin
Shapiro is a “booster” for the Hurricane athletic program. His financial support is
of the level that he has a student-athlete lounge at the University of Miami named
after him

Nevin K. Shapiro, an ardent, devoted, intense supporter of the University of
Miami Athletics, has passionately followed the Hurricanes since 1978.

Despite the fact that he attended college outside of Miami, his heart has
always bled green and orange. Nevin has also been a very generous
financial supporter of Hurricanes Athletics, participating in the Living Scholar
program since 2001, contributing to the Campaign for the Convocation Center
at the Hurricane 100 Level, and making a major gift to the Hecht Athletic
Center Enhancement Project. For the tremendous philanthropic support he
provides, the University of Miami is proud to name the Student-Athlete
Lounge after Nevin Shapiro.

Immediately following this phone call, Nutt placed a call to his agent, Jimmy
Sexton, at 10:47 am.

Houston Nutt again contacted Nevin Shapiro by phone at 11:13 am that same
day.

Nutt also contacted Tony Hernandez four separate times on December 7, 2006 -
11:13 am, 11:54 am, 11:57 am and 3:11 pm.

According to the Miami Hurricane’s official athletic department website, Tony
Hernandez is currently the University of Miami’s Senior Associate Athletic
Director (as of February 2007). Prior to that time, Hernandez held a number of
official positions for the Miami Hurricane athletic department:

Hernandez joined the UM Athletic Department in 1998 and has served in
various capacities since that time. He began his career in Academic Services
as a Graduate Assistant. He was hired full-time in 1999 as a Compliance
Coordinator subsequently being promoted to Director of Compliance in 2002,
Assistant AD for Compliance in 2004 and Associate AD for Compliance a
year later. In 2005, he also served as the Interim Associate AD for
Development and has served as the Interim Associate AD for External Affairs
on two separate occasions.

Randy Shannon was officially announced as Miami Head Coach on December
12, 2006.

Connection to the Coaching Position with North Carolina State University - Background

On November 26, 2006, Chuck Amato was fired as the head coach of the North
Carolina State University football program. Nutt was never formally mentioned as a
candidate for the vacant position.

Connection to the Head Coaching Position with North Carolina State University - Detail

On December 3, 2006, two phone calls were placed by Nutt to a Raleigh, North
Carolina phone number (919-819-8333) at 10:41 am and 10:43 am.

At 10:49 am, a phone call was placed to Nutt's agent, Jimmy Sexton.

At 12:39 pm and 12:40 pm, another set of calls were placed to North Carolina
and another to Jimmy Sexton, respectively.

Additional calls were placed to Sexton at 1:43 pm, 2:23 pm, 3:36 pm, 7:45 pm
and 8:09 pm.

At 2:44 pm, Nutt made a phone call to 919-819-8335, in Garner, North Carolina.

On December 5, 2006, Nutt placed a call to a Raleigh, North Carolina phone
number (919-513-7135) at 12:39 pm.

After the call to North Carolina, Nutt called his secretary twice.

At 1:11 pm, he received another call from Raleigh from the cell phone number
919-819-8335. That call lasted one minute.

Nutt called the previous number back three minutes later. That call lasted seven
minutes.

Twenty-seven minutes after that call ended, Nutt's secretary returned his
previous phone call.
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Tom O’Brien was officially announced as the North Carolina State University
head football coach on December 9, 2006

Toric 4: HOUSTON NUTT'S CONNECTION TO DONNA BRAGG

One phone number (479-459-2132) appeared numerous times among Houston Nutt's
phone records acquired via FOIA requests, both as sent and received cell phone calls
as well as sent and received text messages. The phone number belongs to Donna
Bragg, a news anchor for KHBS in Northwest Arkansas. (See the KHBS website at
http://mww.4029tv.com/station/612751/detail.ntml for more information.)

Donna Bragqg Connection, Springdale Holiday Inn — Background

Houston Nutt’'s mother-in-law Armedia Thomas passed away on Thursday, December
7, 2006. Her funeral was held on Monday, December 11, 2006 in Edmond, Oklahoma.
Her daughter, Houston Nutt's wife Diana, went to Oklahoma to be with her family over
the weekend. Houston Nutt had commitments to his football team (most notably
attending the Heisman Trophy presentation with Razorback running back Darren
McFadden) that prevented him from spending the weekend with his wife’s family in
Oklahoma.

On November 26, 2006, there were 56 text messages exchanged between Nutt
and Bragg (32 of which were exchanged between midnight and 2:00 am).

During the two days preceding the Capitol One Bowl on January 1, 2007, a total
of 118 text messages were exchanged between Nutt and Bragg.

On January 1, 2007, the day of the Capitol One Bowl, Nutt sent a text message

to Bragg at 11:41 am—219 minutes before kickoff against Wisconsin.

Other Text Messaging Notes — Background

The NCAA has set strict guidelines and limitations on the number of times college
coaches can contact recruits via the telephone. Current Indiana University men’s
basketball coach Kelvin Sampson was placed on probation by the NCAA for violating
these limitations while coaching the Oklahoma Sooners men’s basketball team.

No limitations exist, however, on the number of electronic text messages that may be
sent to recruits. In a recent ESPN “Outside the Lines” report (dated May 28, 2006),
John Barr and Lindsey Rovegno report that text messaging is quickly becoming the
most efficient and effective way to contact recruits. One anecdote from their article is
particularly telling:
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Arrelious Benn, ranked as a top wide receiver in his age group, checked his cell
phone after a recent weight training and sprint workout and noticed he had five text
messages waiting for him, all from college coaches. He quickly noted that number is
a little lower than normal.

It is obvious that he is one of the most sought after football prospects in the nation,
when later that day he heaved a garbage bag full of letters onto the kitchen table,
unloaded the letters from the bag, and let them overflow onto the table and spill onto
the floor. A junior at Dunbar High School in Washington, D.C., the 6-2 wide receiver
said he also receives dozens of text messages each day.

Sitting on his bed, sporting a backwards cap and T-shirt, Benn read off a list of
schools that text messaged him just that day, from his T-mobile Sidekick. "Miami,
Maryland, Auburn, Tennessee, Florida, lllinois,” Benn said. "That's about it for now,
but I'm pretty sure I'll get more later on." In one message, Tennessee head coach
Phillip Fulmer wrote: "What's up playmaker? Do | have a chance to get you wearing
orange and white?" In another, the receivers coach at Miami assured Benn the offer
letter would arrive in a few days. As a huge smile spreads across his face, Benn
said if his mom had not signed up for unlimited text messaging his cell phone bill
would be a huge problem.

Clearly, in this day and age, text messaging recruits has become an important tool for

Kodi Burns of Fort Smith Northside High School and Lee Ziemba of Rogers High
School were two of the most highly sought after recruits in the state of Arkansas.

National Signing Day for recruits was February 7, 2007.
There were zero text messages sent from Houston Nutt to either Burns or

Ziemba during the same time period over 1,100 text messages were sent to
Donna Bragg.

THOMAS MCAFEE’'S E-MAILS AND SUBSEQUENT THREAT OF LEGAL ACTION BY NUTT

The following e-mail was sent on March 15, 2007, to the members of the UA Board of
Trustees, Chancellor John White, and UA President Dr. B. Alan Sugg, by Thomas
McAfee, a concerned and avid supporter of UA Athletics, in regards to potential conduct
unbecoming of a Head Football Coach and state employee:

To whom it may concern,

A couple weeks ago | sent in a FOIA Request to the University of Arkansas
requesting both HDN and Danny Nutt's. The request was fulfilled. | found some
disturbing things regarding these phone records.

| looked up a number (479-459-21xx) that HDN called and text messaged quite
frequently. The number in question is for a lady named Donna Bragg. There had
been rumors going around that HDN had an ongoing affair with this lady. In the the
below attached pic, it shows HDN calling Holiday Inn, and then goes on to call
Donna Bragg (by the way, this was the weekend that HDN's wife was in OK for her
mother's funeral).

But HDN also
text messaged this same phone number 229 times between 11/30 and 12/11. Plus,
another 305 after the 11th for the grand total of 534 text messages on that bill to DB.
| know this HDN's personal life is personal, and none of our concern. But when it
starts to detract from the UofA, then it becomes a larger problem. | know that a
former coach at Alabama (Mike Price) was fired for a lesser offense because of the
tarnish it put on the University of Alabama.

Another concern of mine was the involvement of Danny Nutt with Teresa Prewett. If
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you look at DN's phone records, you'll notice that he had a lot of contact with Teresa
all through the month of December. We know that Danny Nutt recieved the e-mail
from Teresa that had harsh words for Arkansas players and a former coach. Teresa
sent this e-mail on the 7th of December, with Danny and Teresa talking that night
according to the phone records. These two conversed a lot, so you would have to
assume that Danny would not ignore an e-mail from her. Obviously, with them
talking so much to each other, they would have discussed in at least one of their
conversations this e-mail. To know that Danny did not stand up for the Offensive
Coord or this players is a terrible injustice and will probably be brought up during
recruiting.

E-mailer critical of Mustain draws double reprimand

Thousands of e-mails flit across the Internet each season about the University of
Arkansas football team. Most are ephemeral.

Two e-mails sent in December were different. They had an impact on the team and its
fan base far beyond the norm.

One triggered official sanctions against the writer from Coach Houston Nutt, and a
personal response from Chancellor John White. The other e-mail was read by Nutt’s
wife, Diana, and forwarded by her to a Springdale business with a comment that could
be considered unflattering toward members of the team from Springdale.

Both were written by the same booster — a Little Rock woman named Teresa Prewett
who has ties to the Nutt family.

The Arkansas Democrat-Gazette has obtained university documents related to the two
e-mails that Prewett sent to a variety of people on Dec. 6 and Dec. 7.

The e-mail on Dec. 6 was addressed to Democrat-Gazette sports editor Wally Hall. It
contained several disparaging passages about former offensive coordinator Gus
Malzahn, former Razorbacks quarterback Mitch Mustain, and two other freshman
players from Springdale then at Arkansas.

This e-mail was also sent to an e-mail address that Houston Nutt confirmed to the
Democrat-Gazette was used by Diana Nutt. Three hours later, Diana Nutt forwarded the
e-mail to a business in Springdale, remarking that certain passages about the people
from Springdale were funny.

On Dec. 7, Prewett wrote the second e-mail, this one addressed to Mustain. This e-mail

began “Hello Mr. Interception King,” and continued with a page of derogatory
comments.

A month later, an investigation was begun by the university at the request of Mustain’s
mother, Beck Campbell. It led to a letter of apology to Mustain from Prewett, a note of
reprimand from Houston Nutt to Prewett and a letter to Campbell from White.

As a result of her “Interception King” e-mail, Prewett was banned from the sidelines of
Razorbacks football games, a spot from where she had watched at least two games in
the past, and forbidden to contact any Arkansas football players. The e-mails may have
had other consequences. On Jan. 16, Mustain received the letter of apology (it was
dated Jan. 8 ) from Prewett, the same day he announced he was leaving the
Razorbacks football program. Campbell said that the two e-mails contributed to
Mustain’s decision to ask for his release. The polarizing firestorm among the fans that
these e-mails helped fuel still burns today.

THE FIRST LETTER Prewett, according to the Dec. 6 e-mail she sent to Hall, is a
contributor to the Razorbacks Foundation and has been a football season-ticket holder
since 1985. Prewett also said she is also a season-ticket holder in baseball and
basketball.

Prewett owns Prewett Physical Therapy in Little Rock. She was Danny Nutt's personal
therapist when he was recovering from brain surgery in 1998.

She wrote in the e-mail to Hall that she is “completely loyal to the Nutt family” and that
“they are my extended family.”

On Dec. 6, Prewett had taken exception to a column written by Hall which ran in that
day’s editions, and sent Hall an e-mail. This isn’t unusual by itself. Hall said he gets
hundreds of e-mails a week regarding his columns.

Hall also said that he and Prewett were friends at one time but had a falling out over a
column about Houston Nutt that was published early in the 2006 football season.

“She took exception to something | wrote. She didn’t agree that | said he shouldn’t have
run up that ladder and sing. That was it. How do you explain it ? She was like a buddy,”
he told a Democrat-Gazette sportswriter in an interview.

But this particular e-mail was also sent to an account that Houston Nutt said is
registered to Diana Nutt.

Some of the kinder excerpts from this Dec. 6 e-mail: Regarding Malzahn:

“l am very interested in this man checking out other schools — | am actually begging
that he does leave. Do | call him Gus or God ?” Regarding Mustain:

“I have his transfer papers ready. He can go throw interceptions for UCA for all | care. |

take that back, | went to school at UCA, so let’'s send him to Arkansas Tech.” * Mitch
didn’t really want to be a Hog in the first place, and he and his mom can go elsewhere.
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Is he afraid of competition ? If he thinks he can’t beat out Casey Dick with hard work in
the spring and summer, then please go. ” “This is the SEC. Leave your high school
letter jacket at home.

catching the ball consistently in the big games. Doing it every once in a blue moon won'’t
cut it. They need to be excited that they played as much as they did.”

‘QUITE FUNNY’ According to documents obtained by the Democrat-Gazette, this Dec.
6 e-mail was sent to Diana Nutt's e-mail address at 3: 16 p. m.

At 6: 15 p. m., this e-mail was forwarded from Diana Nutt to a Springdale business.
Diana Nutt added a note: “I thought you might enjoy reading this. A person we know in
Little Rock sent this to Wally Hall, but the Gus and Springdale section are quite funny.”

On Wednesday the Democrat-Gazette requested an interview with Diana Nutt through
Houston Nutt. Houston Nutt said he discussed the situation with his wife, and said
“nothing’s going to gained or served by talking to her.”

Houston Nutt did say that Diana Nutt received and forwarded the Dec. 6 e-mail to the
business in Springdale.

“I did acknowledge, | just found out a couple weeks ago she did do that,” Nutt said. “She
admits it.”

In an interview with the Democrat-Gazette earlier in the week, Nutt was asked if he felt it
was appropriate that someone in his family found the e-mail funny and sent it along to
another friend during the football season. Nutt said he didn’t want to comment.

Prewett also initially said she didn’t want to comment on the Dec. 6 e-mail during a terse
interview with the Democrat-Gazette, but then elaborated.

“I responded to Wally like everyone else does after he wrote a column,” Prewett said.
“I'm no different than anyone else that responds to Wally.... | gave my opinion to Wally
regarding his column. I'm no different than anyone else. This is just a bit ridiculous,
actually.”

When asked if she felt this email was different because the wife of the head coach read
and forwarded the letter, Prewett declined comment.

‘INTERCEPTION KING’ Prewett’s e-mail to Hall on Dec. 6 was by no means the last
thing she would have to say about the Razorbacks football program. On Dec. 7 an
article appeared in the Democrat-Gazette that discussed Houston Nutt’s reaction to a
soon-to-be-published book, and some quotes in it attributed to Mustain. In the book
Mustain is quoted as calling Nutt a “dork” and described the Razorbacks game plan as
the “same old boring offense.” Prewett, in her subsequent apology letter to Mustain,
said this article is what spurred her to write a virulent e-mail to the 18-year-old freshman
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quarterback. This e-mail, which Prewett has admitted writing, was sent to Mustain’s
University of Arkansas e-mail account at 11: 09 a. m. on Dec. 7. At 11: 28 a. m., Prewett
sent the e-mail to at least 15 other people, including Arkansas running backs coach
Danny Nutt; Lisa Herring, wife of defensive coordinator Reggie Herring; Cathy Nutt, wife
of Arkansas State basketball Coach Dickey Nutt, Houston Nutt's brother; and the e-mail
address registered to the family of Houston Nutt.

Prewett, who signed the email “Teresa,” made reference to her desire for Mustain to
transfer from Arkansas or otherwise play elsewhere seven times.

In the letter Prewett called Mustain a “dork” and much worse.

The e-mail ended with: “Grow up little boy. Oh, by the way, did | mention that | want you
to transfer ?”

Mustain read the e-mail on Dec. 8, and immediately sent a copy to Campbell. Mustain
declined a request for an interview.

“There had been other negative e-mails,” Campbell said. “This one had information from
someone close to the program, and that alarmed me.”

On Dec. 8, Campbell sent Prewett an e-mail instructing Prewett to have no further
contact with her son, but provided her phone number if Prewett wished to discuss things
further. Prewett never called, Campbell said.

That was the last action Campbell or Mustain took regarding the e-mail for nearly a
month.

Campbell said because so many people closely associated with the football program
knew about the content of the e-mail, she and Mustain believed some corrective action
by the university would be taken, and they wanted to give the university a chance to
handle the situation.

SILENT RESPONSE The corrective action came, but not until after the Jan. 1 Capital
One Bowl. On Jan. 5, Campbell sent an e-mail to Chancellor White at 12: 12 p. m., and
included Prewett’'s e-mails in the correspondence. Campbell asked for the chancellor to
review the “materials related to the contact, harassment, slander and defamation” of
Mustain and determine what to do.

Campbell told the Democrat-Gazette that she went directly to White, and not Houston
Nutt, because she was aware that Diana Nutt had knowledge of both e-mails, and no
action had yet been taken. Campbell also did not take the matter to Athletic Director
Frank Broyles. Campbell said she did not trust either Nutt or Broyles to take appropriate
action.
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Broyles is out of town and not available for comment, his administrative assistant said
Wednesday.

White quickly sent an e-mail response to Campbell at 12: 50 p. m., saying that he was
dismayed by the e-mails, and felt like he needed “to take a shower to ensure that none
of the filth touched me.” White also said he requested a meeting with legal counsel to
discuss the matter “and develop a game plan for dealing with it.”

Campbell never heard from a University of Arkansas lawyer. However, she did receive a
written response from White on University of Arkansas letterhead, and didn’t get
another response until a letter from White on Jan. 18.

White did not return calls from the Democrat-Gazette seeking comment, and a
University of Arkansas spokesman said White would prefer to let the athletic department
handle this issue.

In his Jan. 18 letter, White said that after receiving Campbell’s initial inquiry, he
immediately sent Prewett’'s e-mail to Houston Nutt and Broyles to review. White told
Campbell that Nutt and Broyles said they were unaware of Prewett’s Dec. 7 e-mail prior
to White’s involvement in the matter.

According to Nutt's letter to Prewett, he then instructed Danny Nutt to contact Prewett
and have her apologize to Mustain.

In a letter dated Jan. 8, Prewett apologized to Mustain.

“Please accept this letter as my sincere apology for the e- mail | sent to you on
December 7, 2006,” Prewett wrote. “After much reflection, | realize that as an adult, my
comments to you were very harsh, and should not have been made to an 18 year old
freshman football player.”

Prewett wrote Mustain that she wrote the e-mail after seeing Mustain’s comments about
Nutt in the Democrat-Gazette, and that she felt he was “unappreciative” of the efforts
put forth in the recruiting process by the Arkansas coaching staff.

She closed the letter by writing “Best of luck in the future ! GO HOGS !”

Although Prewett’s letter to Mustain was dated Jan. 8, Campbell said her son did not
see it until Jan. 16, when he requested his release from Arkansas.

Campbell said there were many reasons why Mustain asked for his release, but the two
e-mails did factor into, and reinforce, his decision.

Prewett would not discuss anything related to the Dec. 7 e-mail when questioned by the
Democrat-Gazette.
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On Jan. 12, Houston Nutt wrote Prewett on Arkansas Razorbacks stationery, opening
by saying that he had recently received a copy of the Dec. 7 email for the first time.

“Your letter demonstrates a complete lack of perspective and is unacceptable, insulting
and mean-spirited,” Nutt wrote. “No student-athlete should ever be subjected to the type
of personal attack contained in your letter.... As Coach, every member of our team is
important to me, and | will not tolerate personal attacks against Mitch or any other
members of our team.”

Nutt went on to express his appreciation for what Prewett had done to help Danny Nutt,
but said he was disappointed in her decision to write the email.

Nutt placed three sanctions on Prewett: Prewett must write a letter of apology to
Mustain

Prewett will not be allowed sideline passes to any more football games

Prewett is not to have personal contract with any football players, and the department of
computer services placed a filter on the university’s network to block any e-mails from
her. Nutt told the Democrat-Gazette he felt this was an appropriate response. “There’s
no question [it was ],” Nutt said. “There hasn’t been one other letter or e-mail in that
time. Since | called her there hasn’t been any problems. My letter was pretty tough,
stating basically that if you want to stay in the program or stay where you can come
watch games, | don’t want you writing my players any more.”

CHANCELLOR WEIGHS IN White evidently shared Nutt's beliefs that the coach’s
response was appropriate. White sent Campbell a letter written on University of
Arkansas letterhead dated Jan. 18, two days after Mustain requested his release.
Campbell had sent White two e-mails on Jan. 17 inquiring into the state of the
investigation.

White wrote Campbell he was “dismayed” that Prewett wrote such an e-mail.

“I condemn Ms. Prewett’'s email and believe it was inappropriate and inexcusable,”
White wrote. “Unfortunately, some individuals have lost all sense of perspective with
regard to student-athletes, their coaches and intercollegiate athletics. For instance, | am
told that on one message board this season, some individuals suggested that Coach
Nutt should be killed as a way to remove him from his position. Not only are such
threats criminal acts, but also there is no place for them in civilized society. These types
of attacks and threats will not be tolerated.”

White disagreed with an assertion Campbell made in her Jan. 17 e-mail that Nutt’s letter
to Prewett was “weak.”
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“Coach Nutt was offended by Ms. Prewett’s e-mail to Mitch, and | believe he took
appropriate steps in response to it,” White wrote. “... | believe corrective measures have
been taken in response to Ms. Prewett’'s e-mail to Mitch.”

Asked this week whether it had taken a call from White for him to get involved, Nutt said
no.

He said people have written his players harassing letters since his earliest coaching
days at Oklahoma State, and he and his staff do the best they can to protect his
players.

“I don’t know if there’s policies [in place ], but | do want to shield them,” Nutt said. “This
one got a lot of attention. We tried to handle it ourselves, but this one was taken all the
way to the chancellor, all the way to the board. Even without the chancellor getting a call
| was going to do something, like | would normally do when | get a couple of these
things that go to my players.

“I'll always try to protect my players. | don't like things being said to my players.”

On Wednesday, Campbell recalled a conversation she had with Nutt on the day Mustain
recommitted to Arkansas in January 2006, when the coach said essentially the same
thing.

Campbell said Nutt didn’t live up to the bargain.

“No, no he didn't,” she said. “His No. 1 priority should be protecting these kids, as much
as he is capable of doing. He would have had to throw one of his friends and his wife to
the wolves, and he didn't. It would have been the right thing to do, to protect his
players.”

Prewett
forwards message to three others, including Diana Nutt, at 3: 16 p. m. DEC. 6 Diana
Nutt forwards the Prewett e-mail to a business in Springdale at 6: 15 p. m., with a
notation that includes “the Gus and Springdale section are quite funny.” DEC. 7 An
article is published in the Arkansas Democrat-Gazette about a soon-to-be published
book that includes quotes attributed to Mitch Mustain that disparage Houston Nutt.
DEC. 7 Prewett sends a virulent e-mail to Mustain’s university e-mail account at 11: 09
a. m. At 11: 28 a. m. the same e-mail is sent to at least 15 others, including Diana Nutt,
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Cathy Nutt and Lisa Herring. DEC. 8 Mustain reads the e-mail, and sends a copy to his
mother, Beck Campbell.

5 White sends
a follow-up e-mail at 2: 03 p. m. that says he will investigate the situation with legal
counsel. JAN. 8 Prewett writes apology letter to Mustain. JAN. 12 Nutt writes reprimand
to Prewett on Arkansas Razorbacks stationery, outlining the sanctions against Prewett.
JAN. 16 Mustain requests his release at 2 p. m. This is also the first time he sees
Prewett’s apology letter.
